Welcome and welcome back to Germanic Studies! You are about to embark on the second year
of our linguistic, communicative, and intercultural journey! Please read the following
carefully; it contains vital information about the course.

GOALS

German 200 is the follow-up course for students who have either successfully passed German land
German with no less than a C- (equivalent to 2.7 at IU), or who tested into this level with previous
knowledge of German. The course aims to teach students to communicate in German and at the same
time develop a structural awareness of the German language. Since the goals of communicative and
grammatical competence are ultimately inseparable, the students are guided towards using German as
accurately as possible.

By the end of the semester you should be able to read authentic texts and understand video segments on
a variety of topics. You will increase your ability to communicate your thoughts in German — both orally
and in writing — and have a stronger knowledge of German grammar. We also hope that you will have
developed sensitivity to some of the issues and problems of life in contemporary German-speaking
countries. During this semester you will learn more about German-speaking cultures through a variety of
texts and contexts.

The course places a large emphasis on students becoming autonomous learners. Regular discussion and
practice of grammatical structures will help you monitor your own spoken and written output, as well as
further develop useful language learning strategies.

REQUIREMENTS

Learning a foreign language requires regular practice, both in class and individually, and a willingness to
experiment with different patterns of sounds, words, and structures, much of which can only be done in
the classroom. Therefore, attendance is a vital part of your commitment to this course (also see:
ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION), as well as daily review of course material and preparation for class.

German language classes at IU stress active use of the spoken language. Come to class prepared to
speak! You will often be working in groups of two or more on a common task. Group work provides
everyone with more speaking time in class and gives you the chance to use German actively in
conversational situations. It may still feel artificial to be speaking with classmates in a language that’s
foreign to all of you, but think about it as a joint venture into a new world. The more you get into it, the
easier and more enjoyable it will become.

As with a musical instrument, learning a language requires continuous practice. It is therefore expected
that you spend no less than ten hours per week on homework, preparation and memorization (including
days with no classes scheduled).

ASSIGNMENTS

The syllabus tells you specifically which items to prepare for and which homework to complete from day
to day. In the interest of continuous learning, you are required to complete your homework assignments
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when they are due. Some exercises will be given points based on the level of completion and self-
checking while others will receive letter grades and corresponding points. No homework will be accepted
after the due date noted on the schedule or stated in class.

The use of machine translators (aka computer translation) such as Babelfish is strictly prohibited. Any
assignment that is determined to have been translated from English by a computer will automatically
receive a zero. Also see the policy below on tutors for information about getting help from native or
advanced non-native speakers.

GRADED HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS

During the semester, students will put together a portfolio of their work in German. Three items and their
rewrites are required for this course. All graded homework assignments have to be submitted for
comments from the instructor in two drafts.

= Draft 1: The first version of each assignment counts for 2/3 of the total grade. The first version must
be your original work; outside help (tutors, peers, etc.) is not allowed.

= Draft 2: A revised second version stapled to the original, counts as 1/3 of the total grade and is
required to complete the assignment; if the student fails to turn in the second version, a total grade of
zero will be recorded. Students are expected to correct all mistakes. Outside help (tutors, peers, etc.)
is allowed on this version, provided that helpers do not do the work for the student but only answer
specific questions.

Students must keep both an electronic and a paper copy of each assignment. The paper copies are to be
collected in the customized ring binder. The due dates for both first and second version of the portfolios
are on the syllabus.

More detailed information about each graded homework assignment will be given well prior to the due
dates, and a complete set of instructions as well as grading criteria for each is located on ONCOURSE/
RESOURCES. You are encouraged to review portfolio items with your instructor during office hours. All
assignments must be handed in on a separate, clean 8.5 x 11 sheet of paper. In order to leave room for
your instructor’'s comments and corrections, you must leave a generous margin and type double-spaced.

CHECKED HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS

The course book, Anders gedacht, is accompanied by an Ubungsbuch (Laboratory Manual — LM). The
written and listening exercises in the LM are an integral part of the course (see below: AUDIO PROGRAM).
The syllabus will tell you when to complete which exercises. There are answer keys for the exercises
available on ONCOURSE/ RESOURCES. Use them to correct your own work. It is vital that you use a different
color pen or pencil for your corrections. Turn in the pages of the LM — stapled together! — on the day
stated in the syllabus. You will NOT receive credit for the exercises if you have not used the answer keys
to correct your own mistakes.

At different points in each chapter, you will also be required to do structure exercises from the course
book, Anders gedacht. The answer keys for these exercises will also be on ONCOURSE. As with the LM,
you are expected to correct your own work in a different color ink. It is vital that you always write complete
sentences (no lists of single words will be accepted). On return, the structure exercises are also to be
kept in the customized ring binder.

RING BINDER (RINGBUCH)

The ring binder is going to be a collection of all the written work you have done during the course. Your
instructor will review it during the last week of classes. Keep it neat and in order. For a student between
two grades, a neat and complete ring binder can be the decisive factor for the higher grade.

AUDIO PROGRAM

The audio program for Anders gedacht is an integral part of the course and you are expected to use it
continuously to improve your aural and verbal skills. The lab manual (LM) contains exercises to be done
independently and in conjunction with digitized recordings. The recordings are available via the website of
the Language Laboratory at http://languagelab.bh.indiana.edu/German200.html. The audio files for each
chapter can be downloaded onto your personal computer. But be sure to use Internet Explorer when you
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log in. If using Windows XP, Type “ads\” before your username. If you experience difficulties in accessing
these files, refer to the link Important Login Instructions on that page. If problems continue please notify
your instructor immediately.

Good pronunciation is of high importance and will be continually evaluated throughout the course. The
audio exercises of the lab manual will help you improve your pronunciation. Any and all practice may help
you in this respect. You are also strongly encouraged to make use of other conversation opportunities
(see below: Kaffeestunde, Stammtisch) to increase your fluency in speaking.

ExAmMs
PRUFUNGEN

There is a two-part (A&B) test at the end of each chapter, as scheduled on the syllabus. Part A, which
will be administered during 15-20 minutes of class time, will cover grammar and vocabulary, and part
B, which will be done at home and turned in at the beginning of the following class period, will cover
grammar and content questions. Students may work with the texts to answer part B, but all work
must be done alone, with no outside help. If the instructor finds the test results questionable, s/he
reserves the right to ask the student to rewrite the test during office hours. These tests are
accumulative for all work done in each chapter: vocabulary, grammar, listening, and content of
readings. In addition, after getting the graded part A test back, you are required to correct all your
mistakes. This necessary exercise in self-correction will help you learn from your mistakes. An
unsatisfactory correction of the tests will lower your test grade by up to 3%. You will be required to
turn in the corrected test at the beginning of the next class period.

There are 3 grades for the quality of your corrections:

v Good (= perfect or almost perfect with only very few minor mistakes)
> Your grade remains the same.

- Unsatisfactory (= many mistakes that have been wrongly corrected)
> You lose one percentage point of your grade (-1%)

0 No corrections made
> You lose three percentage points of your grade (-3%)

ABSCHLUSSPRUFUNG (FINAL EXAM)

The final exam takes place as per PCHS finals schedule during the last week of classes.

ATTENDANCE

PCHS attendance rules apply. Refer to Student Handbook. This means ANY work due on days you are
absent unexcused cannot be made up and will therefore receive a mandatory “0”. It is recommended that
you notify your instructor of any imminent absences to explore make-up opportunities.

PARTICIPATION

In-class participation is graded according to the following guidelines:

A: You patrticipate actively in free conversation without waiting to be called on. You have prepared
grammar and content well at home and almost always answer correctly. You converse in German as
much as you can in both class contributions and group work.

B: You wait to be called on in free conversation, but then respond. You have prepared grammar and
content at home and usually answer correctly. You speak mostly German in both class contributions
and group work and only occasionally rely on English.

C: You wait to be called on in free conversation, are sometimes unable to respond and frequently rely
on English. You have not prepared well and only sometimes answer correctly.

D: You hardly ever speak German and instead mostly rely on English in both class contributions and
group work.

Additionally, pop quizzes may be given throughout the semester to test how well you are preparing for

class and how thorough you are doing your homework. Those grades will be figured into the overall
participation grade.
